Red Line; The Definitiveness of Intangible Cultural Heritage Safeguarding Concept

Legal Protection of Intangible Cultural Heritage (here in after ICH) needs the definitiveness of safeguarding
restriction, namely “red line” , however there is conflict between living safeguarding of ICH and restriction. The
protection object is continuous and indefinzble, thus the definitiveness of protection is to find restriction range in
the changing process. In cultural ecological protection, definitiveness is found by the concept of ecological niche;
and in productive protection, the relationship between cultural inheritance value and commercial one is the basis
for the definitiveness; in ICH education, as a way of protection, the relationship between education content and
cultural inheritance should be noted, avoiding turning traditional cultural education into regular skill training
which will gradually deviate from the cultural inheritance purpose of ICH education.

Being a Federal Republic, in Germany, culture is not a major concern on the national but on the subordinate
level of the Bundeslaender. Any adoption of international laws and regulations is therefore performed with a consid-
erable retardation because various legal bodies have to coordinate their efforts. Decentralization of cultural politics
is indeed the most marked difference of Germany and other countries. However, Germany has a well established
administrative and judicial system for safeguarding cultural heritage and possesses a deeply rooted consideration for
transmitting and integrating traditional culture in social life. After prolonged political discussion, in December
2012, the German parliament “Bundestag” finally ratified UNESCO’ s Convention for Safeguarding the Intangible
Cultural Heritage.
